You are out of line mr. Daouner…
We have been following closely your recent activities and we feel you are out of line with respect to the terms of reference of the involvement of the U.N., in solving the Cyprus Problem.
. 
You are out of line, because: 

· You have been suggesting a “give and take” procedure in the discussions. There is nothing the victims of a military invasion have to give to the invading power and an Officer of the U.N. should not be making such a suggestion.  The U.N. Charter you represent dictates otherwise. It dictates that you should be asking the invading power to withdraw from Cyprus all its troops and all the settlers it brought into the occupied areas of Cyprus, into our homes and on our properties. 
· You have been referring to compensation money for the property issue, wondering who is to pay the billions required. Shame on you. The U.N. Charter does not prescribe for compensation as a measure for solving the property issue in the Cyprus case. The Charter clearly dictates that violated Human Rights should be fully and unconditionally restored and that is what you, as a U.N. Representative should be pursuing. Compensation should be paid for war damages and for loss of use of property by the Cypriot refugees for all the years of occupation and this should be paid by Turkey. 
· You have been pressing for a conclusion to the talks before the end of this

year and you ask: What is going to become of Cyprus if no solution is found by the end of this year?  In effect you are exerting pressure on the Cyprus Government to give in to Turkey’s intransigence. Instead of calling on the invader to get out of Cyprus, you take the side of the invader in a provocative way. We are of the opinion that political and other expediencies dictate your actions and this is shameful for a U.N. representative.
· In   an interview in Simerini daily paper, on Sunday 18.4.09, answering   the question:  “What you have to say to a Kyrenian refugee who asks if he is to return to his home and property?”  all you had to say was that, the talks will show! The U.N. Charter dictates that there is only one answer to the question: That the refugee shall definitely be returning to his home and property and that this Right is binding on the invader. 
· You have been meeting various people in Cyprus but you never see the refugees. This denial is contrary to the U.N. Charter and we demand to be heard.

Our conclusion arising from the close study of your statements and actions since you have been appointed to the post, is that you are promoting ANNANs work , within the terms of reference of the British-Turkish conspiracy agreement of 1956, in accordance of which  Cyprus was to be partitioned into a Turkish and Greek parts and the proposal was to  come through the U.N. in order to make it easy to mislead the victims (the Cypriot people) to accept it. 

It is shameful that the U.N. , a  World Body upon which millions of people have placed their hopes for protection against any  abuses, is  disgraced in this way ,by its Officers. 

We are very willing and ready to argue out our views with you and we shall be very glad to be proven to be wrong and have misunderstood you.

We look forward to your response.
